The 
work requires a relocation of the 9th green and 1st tees. It is planned that the new 1st tee will come into play later next month 
with the new 9th green and new Practice Range early 2010. Work has also commenced at the back of the 12th tee for the 
next residential stage and there are plans to build two more lodges in 2010.  
 
Nanshan have appointed Troon Golf to manage day to day operations at Riverside Oaks. Members will receive additional 
member benefits being part of the Troon � �family  which are detailed later in this newsletter.

  MEMBER FEEDBACK
We appreciate the feedback from the 207 responses from the Member Questionnaire sent in September.  
 
The main findings from the Survey are as follows:  
 
�  Members are getting value for money under current Registered Player and Golf Australia membership system  
�  Enhanced rewards program should be considered for those who play more than the minimum 12 games per annum and 
achieve Gold status  
�  More varied competitions especially on weekends e.g. Medal Rounds, Foursomes and 4 Ball  
�  A greater variety of food and beverage options in the Brasserie at reasonable costs  
�  A permanent food and beverage station on course e.g. BBQ after 9 holes  
�  Introduction of lesson programs, with member preferred rates  
�  The continuation of improving the course condition, especially bunkers and fairways  
�  Introduction of reciprocal benefits with other courses including Troon clubs in NSW  
�  Blocking off times on weekends for member competition play to improve speed of play issues  
�  Introduce a variety of social events at the club in order to create a more � �family  atmosphere  
 
Club Management is reviewing the comments and suggestions and where appropriate will implement many of the 
recommendations made.

  MEMBERSHIP
The Riverside Oaks Registered Player, Membership & Gold Card Programs are unique to the Sydney golf market and have 
certainly proven to be successful. This has been reinforced thru the Member Questionnaires that were returned. The 
programs will form a large focus of the marketing initiatives over the coming months in efforts to increase membership levels.
